Education and Ofsted? We have put a tick next to every single item that you can manage with the help of
SchoolsWire. If in doubt, check for the tick!

« Your website needs a domain name that makes sense to your visitors, preferably one that ends
I | in .sch.uk. These domains are available free from your Local Authority.

J The website must include the contact information that features the school’'s name, address and
I | telephone number, as well as the name of the member of staff who deals with queries from
parents and other members of the public.

« There should be a map showing the school’s location, as well as directions to the school. This
I I addition can be displayed on the same page as the contact information.

M Provide an online copy of your school’'s most recent Ofsted report.
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The name of the Head Teacher needs to be featured, with their first name or initial provided.

There has to be a place to view a statement of the school’s ethos and values.

You need to upload your term dates for at least the next two years.

Times of the school day, lessons, and assemblies, which can be done in calendar format, should
be available.

There should be a link to your Virtual Learning Environment (VLE), along with instructions of how
parents can obtain passwords.

Any newsletters, as well as copies of letters to parents, from the last term should be available.

You need to provide a link to the Parent View website, which can be located at
https://parentview.ofsted.gov.uk/link-to-us

You must publish details about your curriculum, mainly the content of the curriculum your school
follows each academic year for every subject, the names of any phonics or reading schemes you
are using in KS1, a list of the courses available to pupils at KS4, including GCSEs and how
parents or other members of the public can find out more about the curriculum the school is
following.

You need to detail all the circumstances the school will make charges, and the levels of such
charges for school activities and school visits.
It is important to provide a full staff list, though it is optional to include photos of your staff.

You should make available a translate function for the content of your website.

Any icons and accreditation images for awards that the school has achieved, e.g. Arts Mark,
Investors in People.
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If a parent requests a paper copy of the information on your website, you must provide this free
of charge.

You must include a link to the DfE school performance tables website.

There are fixed requirements for Attainment data provided by your website:

With regards to KS2 exam and assessment results, you must publish the percentage of pupils
who achieved level 4 or above in reading, writing and maths; the percentage of pupils who have
improved by 2 or more levels in reading, writing and maths between key stage 1 (KS1) and KS2
and the percentage of pupils who achieved level 5 or above in reading and writing; along with the
percentage of pupils who achieved level 5 or above in maths.

When it comes to your KS4 exam and assessment results, you must publish the percentage of
pupils who achieved a C or above in GCSEs (or equivalent) in 5 or more subjects, including
English and maths; the percentage of pupils who achieved the English Baccalaureate and the
percentage of pupils who have achieved at least the minimum expected levels of progress in
English and maths between KS2 and KS4.

Funding has to be covered very specifically as well:

You must publish details of how you spend pupil premium funding, including the intended
allocation for the current academic year. You should state how you spent the previous academic
year'’s allocation of funds and how it made a difference to the attainment of disadvantaged
pupils, in addition to how the funding is allocated for each financial year. The information you
publish online should refer to the “academic year”, as this is how parents understand the school
year. As allocations will not be known for the latter part of the academic year (April to July), you
should report on the funding up to the end of the financial year and update it when you have all
the figures.

If your school receives year 7 literacy and numeracy catch-up premium funding, you must
publish details of how you spend this funding and the effect it has on the attainment of the pupils
who attract it. including your year 7 literacy and numeracy catch-up premium allocation for the
current academic year, details of how you intend to spend your allocation, details of how you
spent your previous academic year’s allocation and how it made a difference to the attainment of
the pupils who attract the funding.
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If your school receives PE and sport premium funding, you must publish details of how your
school spends this funding and the effect it has had on pupils’ PE and sport participation and
attainment, including your PE and sport premium allocation for the current academic year,
details of how you intend to spend your allocation, details of how you spent your previous
academic year’s allocation and how it made a difference to the PE and sport participation and
attainment of the pupils who attract the funding.

If your school is maintained then your governing body must publish a report on the school’s
policy for pupils with SEN that complies with section 69(2) of the Children and Families Act 2014,
regulation 51 and schedule 1 of the Special Educational Needs and Disability Regulations 2014.
This must include details of admission arrangements for pupils with SEN or disabilities, the steps
you have taken to prevent pupils with SEN from being treated less favourably than other pupils,
access facilities for pupils with SEN and the accessibility plan your governing body has written in
compliance with paragraph 3 of schedule 10 to the Equality Act 2010.

The following policies must also be included on your SchoolsWire account:

Complaints.

Snow and bad weather.

Anti-Bullying.

Behaviour, compliant with section 89 of the Education and Inspections Act 2006.

Safeguarding.

Charging and remissions, including details of the activities parents will be charged and the

circumstances where your school will make exceptions on payments.

Holidays in term time, along with forms for parents to apply for this (if an option).
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Information about disabled access to the school and associated sites.

When it comes to your Admission arrangements, you must do one of the following:

Publish your admission arrangements, explaining how you will consider applications for every
age group, including arrangements you have in place for selecting the pupils who apply, your
oversubscription criteria (how you offer places if there are more applicants than places) and an
explanation of the process parents need to follow if they want to apply for their child to attend
your school.

Publish details of how parents can find out about your admission arrangements through your
local authority.
